What would you like to see at
your lodge:

On June 11, 2008 Governor Rendell
signed into law the Indoor Clean Indoor
Air Act. There was provided a 90-day
phase-in, meaning it went into effect
September 11, 2008.
This law provided for an exemption for
Private Clubs, and the Windber Lodge
qualifies under that exception.
In order for a private club to allow
smoking, the private club must take and
record a vote of its officers. This
happened at a meeting on July 8, 2008.
Here is the motion that passed the vote of
the officers: Smoking policy in the Lodge
home. Motion to allow smoking in the
downstairs Social Quarters area, and
allow smoking in the bar area upstairs but
not in the hall area, with the only
exception is when there is a kid’s event
there will be no smoking during that
event, and there will be notices posted.

1f the officers vote to allow smoking in
the private club, the club may allow
smoking throughout the facility or in any
part of the facility, as the club chooses,
except for two circumstances:

1. When the club is open to the public
through general advertisement for a club-
sponsored event.

2. When the club is leased or used for a
private event that is not club sponsored.

We will abide by those two circumstances
and post when those events will take
place, in advance.

The Officers voted to allow smoking, as
that had been the policy all along. The
Officers are certainly open to
discussion at a2 Regular Lodge Meeting.

Now it’s time to voice your
thoughts and feelings on a couple
of subjects.
The smoking policy approved by
the officers allows smoking in the
Social Quarters and the upstairs
bar area, but not in the upstairs
hall, except during the exceptions
noted above.
1. Do you agree with the smoking
policy approved by the officers?
a. Yes, allow smoking, as
approved
No, do not allow smoking
c. Allow smoking in social
quarters, but not upstairs

2. Do you have a favorite menu
item we do not carry? What would
you like to see added to the menu?

3. Is there a community service
program you would like to see the
lodge involved? Would you like to
be involved in a lodge community
service project?

4. Is there entertainment you
would like to see at the lodge? Are
you happy with the entertainment
we provide?
